17.  Iraqi exile member of the Iraqi National Congress & Neocon’s choice to replace Saddam Hussein. He

       supplied the Office of Special Plans with faulty intelligence about Iraq.

18. Former Director, Pentagon's Office of Special Plans
19.  Vice President of the United States during the Iraq war.
20.  U.S. Secretary of State 2004-2008.
21.  U.S. Secretary of Defense at the beginning of the Iraq war resigned in 2006.
22.  Current Secretary of the Department of Homeland Security & the principal author

       of the U.S.A. Patriot Act.

23.  Former U.S Deputy Secretary of Defense – became President of the World Bank in 2005.
24.  Former leader of al-Qaeda in Iraq. Killed by Coalition forces in 2006. 

25. Former U.S. Secretary of State resigned after 2004 elections. He opposed the Neocons, but argued the case to the United Nations for war against Iraq.
