Popular culture (or "pop culture") refers to the cultural meaning systems and cultural practices employed by the majority of classes in a society. The movies with the biggest weekend gross box office total, the top songs on the Billboard charts, the most widely read books and the highest ranking television shows in the Nielsen ratings are important elements of U.S. popular culture. Popular culture is often discussed in contrast to high culture.

My definition:

Pop Culture refers to the cultural practices that the majority of people in a particular culture find enjoyable or useful. American Popular Culture includes such “elements” as music, clothing styles, certain popular internet sites, and the use of cell phones (particularly i-phones), mp3 players, movies and T.V. shows. 

Many other elements of the culture might also be included since they are a part of mainstream American culture & are embraced by the majority of Americans, including gun ownership, Christian religions, seasonal rituals (Halloween, Thanksgiving etc.) education, driving, and newspapers and magazines.
