1. You will start the game with $10,000 to invest.

2. Write down your chosen stock or stock’s abbreviation EXACTLY as it appears in the paper.

3. Your buying price will be the closing price from yesterday’s trading.  See example below.

e.g.   ABNpfA   1.88  …  +3.3   526     25.04     +21       the buying price is $25.04 per share

        ABNpfB    1.78  …  +7.5  2416    24.80     +21       the buying price is $24.80 per share
        AES Cp s            35-10.6  35648   49.50     -10        the buying price is $49.50 per share

4. Divide $10,000 by the buying price to determine how many shares you will be able to buy, e.g.  in the above example ABNpfA costs $25.04  per share – just divide 10,000 by 25.04 – the result is 399.36102 –

Now round off to an even number of shares – or 399 shares.

If you buy two different stocks you must divide the $10,000 you have between the two stocks.

5. On Day #10, calculate your profit or loss by subtracting your buying price from the closing price on Day 10 & multiplying by the number of shares you bought.
